The ACSEP recognises the value in Registrars contributing to the dissemination of evidence-based research to the broader Sports and Exercise Medicine community, and the role that minor journals and non-peer reviewed literature can play in this. The RS5.5 First Author in Non-Peer Reviewed Publication RBA allows Registrars to be recognised for their evidence-based contributions to publications that are not peer reviewed but are relevant and widely read by relevant individuals. To be eligible a Registrar must be the first author of a publication in a lower level journal (for example, coaching journals) or non-peer reviewed literature. 

Purpose of Submission Process: This submission process was introduced to create an equitable framework of review for all Registrars seeking to gain recognition for research undertaken and obtain ACSEP Fellowship. The goal of this process is provision of clear records for review, avoidance of loss of data and historical errors through misinformation and the removal of the stress upon Registrars to provide years of evidence at the end of your training program.

Accuracy & Evidence: Filling out this submission correctly and uploading all RBA submission documents and approval letters to your online training profile is a vitally important step. Doing so provides evidence of the research work you have completed, confirms your research work has been reviewed and approved by ACSEP Research Fellows and presents a full documentary record for when your Fellowship application is under review.
